How to enter:

hours.  

U8/U10 will be asked to do a drawing, painting, collage or a cartoon that represents any Community 

Games sporting activity.  

U12/U14/U16: will be asked to do a drawing, painting, collage or cartoon that represents one of the 

10 categories below which are based on Community Games activities : 

1. Table Tennis  2. Basketball  

3. Choir 4. Chess 

5. Soccer 6. Gymnastics  

7. Art  8. Javelin 

9. Solo Dancing  10. Swimming  

 

Judges will review all the entries and select 4 from each age category to go forward to the County 

Final. Winners will be announced before 30th May. 

 

County will then choose the top 2 Boys and 2 Girls to represent County Kildare in the National Art 

competition, which are to be held on 9th / 10th September 2023 in County Carlow. More details will 

be provided on this.
